MINUTES OF A MEETING OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

OF THE RIVER RUN HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION

A regular meeting of the Board of Directors of the River Run Homeowners Association was held on April 20, 2009 at 7:00 P.M.  The following Directors were present:

This meeting was called by the President.  The President acted as chairman of the meeting and declared that a quorum was present.  John Lausas acted as secretary of the meeting.  There was one resident in attendance.
Due to the late distribution of the prior meeting minutes it was agreed to defer approval of the last meeting minutes to the next meeting.
The audience in attendance was asked if they had anything they wished to discuss at this time, and the audience responded that they did not.

Bob Beyer, Treasurer, was not in attendance so a Treasurer’s report was not given.

Steve Smith reported that The River Run Club manager had identified a web site management company which would provide enhanced web site development and support.  Steve would obtain additional details as they were forthcoming and the Board would consider utilizing this same company for the Association’s web site.
A proposal by AM Electric to provide up lighting for the entrance way trees was discussed.  This was a project identified during the annual budgeting process and was included in this year’s budget.  John Lausas made a motion to approve the proposal.  Don Boudreau seconded the motion and the motion was unanimously approved.

A proposal by Clarence Davids to treat the Austrian Pine trees on the berms was approved by an email vote prior to the meeting.  During a walk around of the property it was suggested by the CD arborist that this treatment be done twice in the spring, end of April and then again two to three weeks later, and not done in the late summer.  The CD proposal reflects this recommendation and is within the budget allocated at the prior Board meeting for this treatment.
The architectural committee, headed by John DeYoung, is short of members.  A request was made to discuss this need with Residents that we know and are in contact with.  This request would also be part of the monthly President’s Letter.

The Holiday lighting proposals were still being reviewed by the Landscaping Committee.  The Board requested a recommendation be presented at the next meeting.

Vacant lots and the new Naperville ordinance were discussed.  Vacant lots, under the new ordinance, need to be graded and sodded or seeded.  Rowell has mailed a letter with a copy of this new ordinance to all our vacant lot owners.  Rowell will follow up with their point of contact in Naperville to try and ensure enforcement of the new ordinance within our subdivision.  Steve Smith would contact Ken Miller also in an attempt to ensure Naperville’s enforcement of the ordinance.
Barb McKibbin reported on several items:

Repair of the cul-de-sac islands was scheduled for this week but was deferred because of rainy weather.  It was anticipated the repair work would occur within the next few days.
Inspection of the entrance way plantings for winter kill would occur in mid-May.  Replacements would be scheduled as soon as possible following the inspection, but no later than June.

The Landscaping Committee did not like the CD proposal for the corner of 104th and Book Road.  They requested a revised proposal with only trees and sod.  The Board discussed whether there were other options to hide the utility boxes.  Jim Dorociak suggested that this would not be a good idea since it could set an expectation that wherever other utility boxes are on the common property they would also be hidden.  Barb committed to having a revised proposal to the Board from CD before the next meeting, which the Board could then take up for a vote at that meeting.
Board then went into Closed Session to discuss various matters.
